A. STANDARD PROCEDURE:
STANDING COMMITTEE – GOVERNMENT AFFAIRS
II. PURPOSE:

a. Serve as a resource to assist in identifying and evaluating local, state and national laws, legislative, political issues and trends that affect emergency health care and the practice of professional emergency nursing and to keep the committee, State Council and membership abreast of same.

b. Collaborate with the Professional Practice Committee to identify and address practice legislative and political issues that impact emergency health care and the practice of professional emergency nursing.

c. Maintain communications with local and national government affairs groups and associated programs such as: Michigan Nurses Association (MNA), ENA’s 411 and other organizations as appropriate.

III. MEMBERSHIP:
a. At least one member of the committee must represent each of the above mentioned SIGs to act as the SIGs spokesperson and keep the committee abreast of current trends, issues and specialty organization endeavors.

b. At least one member of the committee will maintain active participation in the Professional Practice Committee. 

IV. MEETING REQUIREMENTS:

a. Committee meetings shall be held in accordance with Bylaw requirements for standing committees.

b. Standing agenda items for meetings shall include:
1. Professional Practice issues.

2. Legislative/political issues.

3. SIGs.

V. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:
a. Committee shall meet reporting requirements in accordance with Bylaw requirements for standing committees.
